First & foremost, log book records add value to your aircraft. Incomplete or missing records will greatly impact the value and ability to sell an aircraft. We have seeing missing blocks of time or missing logbooks impact the real value of a used aircraft as much as 25-30%. For a $50,000 aircraft that figures to be a loss of $12,500: double that for a $100,000 aircraft.

Logbook records are proof that you are completing inspections and performing routine maintenance. Undocumented maintenance histories have little or no value in tracking problems, tracking warranty claims or defense in legal litigation.

Additionally we are communicating to the next owner. The records provide written proof of labor, parts and outside services and provide the new owner with valuable information on the aircraft’s history.
Pilots must not accept any aircraft as airworthy if it is in fact not. This is not just about money, but your life and your passenger’s lives. Examples of the dangers of skimping on or postponing maintenance can be found in many accidents in NTSB files.
